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ED makes third arrest in West
Bengal coal mining case

New Delhi, May 28
(IANS) The Enforcement Di-
rectorate (ED) on Friday said
it has arrested a person in
connection with a money
laundering case pertaining
toillegal coal mining in West
Bengal.

This is the third arrest in
the case. Earlier, two police
officials of West Bengal Po-
lice department were
placed under arrest and a
chargesheet was filed
against them in 2021.

A senior ED official said
the accused Gurupada Maji
was placed under arrest as
per section 19(1) of the Pre-
vention of Money Launder-
ing Act.

The ED produced Majiat
Rouse Avenue Court on Fri-
day. The court sent him to
saven—day custodial
remand."He is one of the

partners of Anup Majee, the

kingpin of illegal coal min-
ing business activities in
West Bengal. Maji has re-
ceived more than Rs 66
crore from the proceeds of
crime generated throughil-
legal coal mining business

from Majee and his associ-
ates. Further, he had pro-
vided Rs 26 crore in cash to
a Kolkata-based chartered
accountant for arranging
shell companies for the pur-
pose of taking accommoda-
tion entries," said the ED of-
ficial.

The official added that
Maji had acquired 13 shell
companies with the help of
theabove Kolkata-based CA.

The net worth of these
13 shell companies is more
than Rs 28 crore but he ac-
quired these companies af-
ter paying only Rs 88 lakh on
paper to respective share-
holders, thereby managing
to bring illegally generated
cash in financial system.

Earlier, two accused per-
sons, Vikas Mishra and
Ashok Kumar Mishra, In-
spector-in-Charge of West
Bengal Police, were arrested
on March 16,2021,and April
3,2021, respectively.

In this case, one prosecu-
tion complaint (charge
sheet) was also filed on May
13, 2021, against both the
accused.—IANS
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Angel investor slams ex-Twitter
India head of bullying at his startup

New Delhi, May 28
(IANS) As former Twitter In-
dia head Manish
Maheshwari quit Invact
Metaversity -- an online
platform for education and
Web3.0 and Metaverse — in
just six months of its birth,
skeletons have started tum-
bling out after one of the
angel investors accused
Maheshwarl of "lying and
bullying".

Founded by
Maheshwari and Tanay
Pratap just six months ago,
the startup in February re-
ceived $5 millionin funding
led by Arkam Ventures to
build a metaverse of educa-
tion and expand globally.

In an email to investors,
Gergely Orosz accused
Maheshwari of wanting
"more equity than vested".

"Manish has been bully-
ing Tanay into silence,

threatening to use the com-
pany funds of $1.7M,includ-
ing our angel investment
money, to sue him, should
Tanay speak ill of him in
public. This broke the straw
withme,asthat includes my
money: which | never in-
vested to be used as an in-
strument of a co-founder
bullying the other one,"
Orosz said in the email.

"Manish is keeping the
company hostage. He con-
trols the majority of votes
and is refusing to sign
agreements which he con-
firmed he would sign to
leave. Named investors and
employees all want him to
leave, taking fair terms. In a
strange way, everyone's
hands are tied until he steps
down," alleged Orosz,a soft-
ware engineer and an au-
thor.

In a tweet tagging

Maheshwari, he further said:
"If linvestin a company,and
a cofounder unethically
holds that company hos-
tage, looking at their sole
selfish interest:| will do what
is best for the employees,
the customers and the in-
vestors. If the only way to do

Maheshwari was yet to
react to Orosz's allegations.

On Friday, Maheshwari
announced heisleaving the
startup to " pursue new op-
portunities”.

"l am moving out of
Invactto first take a break for
afew months and then pur-
sue new opportunities. It is
heartbreaking for a founder
to leave the startup, like a
mother leaving her baby. |
amgoing through the same
emotion,” he tweeted.
